3. A one-page report of the value of the meeting must be sent to the Society office within three months 

of attending the meeting. Failure to provide a report will preclude future support in this and 
other schemes run by the Society.  

 
4. An electronic application must be received no later than 31 December to qualify for a bursary to 

attend the Path Society winter meeting, London in January of the following year & 31 May to attend 
the summer Joint meeting with the BDIAP. Please see the event calendar on the Path Society

5. The Society will normally withdraw funding if the grant is not acknowledged and accepted within 6
